The Commercial Fishing State-

ment of Intent steering commit-

tee met twice in February. Ross 

attended the first meeting while 

Renee was present at the second. 

The purpose of the Statement is 

to affirm to government’s com-

mitment to a secure, long-term 

commercial fishing industry and 

to document key issues for the 

commercial fishing industry and 

actions of mutual interest that 

can be progressed by govern-

ment, by industry and by govern-

ment/industry collaborations.  

The role of the steering commit-

tee is to provide input to the de-

velopment of the Statement, pro-

vide advice to Fisheries Victoria 

on how to engage with the wider 

commercial fishing industry and 

associated stakeholders in devel-

oping the Statement and, act as 

individuals with knowledge and 

experience in commercial fishing 

and associated activities, rather 

than as representatives of specific 

fisheries.  

A Rocklobster and Giant Crab in-

dustry meeting was held in Apollo 

Bay, facilitated by Vin Gannon 

with Ross in attendance. The 

meeting provided the opportunity 

to raise issues in the fishery. This 

was followed up by another 

meeting in Warrnambool. 

Ross and Renee attended a Na-

tional Inshore Fisheries Workshop 

held in Melbourne with a majority 

of the other participants from the 

Port Phillip Bay fishery. More de-

tails on page 2.  

VicFRAB Tactical Research Fund-

ing comments have been submit-

ted to FRDC by Renee on the 19th 

February.  

SIV has also commented as a 

stakeholder on the Rural Re-

search and Development Council 

Investment Plan. Comments were 

made by SIV in relation to our 

stakeholder views regarding 

greater investment and how best 

to use the existing resources to 

meet challenges  such as; a need 

to adapt to, and mitigate, the im-

pact of climate change; increasing 

pressure on about global food 

security; declining productivity 

growth in some industries; a 

highly competitive international 

trade environment; and, labour 

skills and shortages.  

Ross attended a SSA meeting held 

in Brisbane and reported to the 

Network on Victoria’s areas of 

interest. 

The National Seafood Industry 

Alliance meeting followed on 

from the SSA meeting in Brisbane 

at which preliminary work began 

on a Federal Election Policy for 

the Commercial Fishing Industry. 

The NSIA is working well and en-

suring that the commercial sector 

has a strong voice in Canberra. 



A workshop was held in Mel-
bourne to consider a Strategic 
Plan for the development of Aus-
tralia’s Inshore Fisheries. The plan 
has been developed following the 
National Inshore Fisheries Forum 
in 2008. The workshop was 
hosted by Neil MacDonald of 
South Australia under the funding 
of FRDC project 2009/0318 Tacti-
cal Research Fund; National In-
shore Fisheries Strategic Plan Ex-
tension and Development Oppor-
tunities.  
 
The plan is intended to address a 
range of issues  that are confront-
ing the Nations inshore fisheries. 
These fisheries include those 
groups that are required to oper-
ate in an environment that com-
petes for resources. The inshore 
fisheries are generally small scale 
operations in multi-species fisher-
ies suppling a major portion of 
Australia’s domestic seafood. This  
supply of seafood also provides 
significant employment and in-
come to support smaller region 
and towns. 

Australia’s inshore fishery is seek-
ing to identify and undertake ac-
tivities that will emphasise; 
¶ The development of in-

shore fisheries (e.g. seeking 
re-opening of some closed 
areas, increasing profitabil-
ity, marketing and develop-
ment of new products) 

¶ Social and economic factors 
including better ways to 
value inshore fisheries 

¶ Recognising their contribu-
tion to the regional com-
munities 

¶ Improved management 
models suited to small 
scale multi-species fisher-
ies. 

 
The Vision for the industry is to 
have ‘an industry that has secure 
access rights in sustainable fisher-
ies that are recognised as a valu-
able source of safe fresh food, 
provided by viable and profitable 
businesses which are valued by 
the community’.  To support and 
deliver this vision a suggested 
mechanism was to establish a 

national inshore fisheries body.  
Key considerations in the struc-
ture, role and function of the na-
tional body include; seeking fund-
ing for an initial 5 years with re-
view processes for a further 5 
years, take full account of and use 
existing councils/association and 
other establishments,/networks 
to avoid duplication and reduce 
costs and establish a national 
body executive consisting of one 
person from each state with al-
lowance for proxies.  
 
An assessment of Australia’s in-
shore fisheries identified 
strengths, weaknesses, opportu-
nities and threats to this industry 
and also a plan to develop objec-
tives and outcomes. Industry 
members that attended the work-
shop were invited to prioritise 
each outcome and assign a target 
date.

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Nexus Energy Ltd (Nexus) has de-
veloped the Longtom gas field in 
permit area VIC/L29, 30 km off-
shore from Orbost. This has in-
volved the installation of a pipe-
line and the drilling of two subsea 
wells. The Longtom pipeline con-
nects into the existing Patricia 
Baleen pipeline that conveys the 
gas to the Patricia Baleen gas 
plant near Orbost.  Longtom gas 
production commenced in Octo-
ber 2009.   

The design, construction and op-
eration of the pipeline was and is 
subject to regulatory licences and 
approvals including a Production 
Licence, Pipeline Licence, Environ-
ment Plan (EP) and Pipeline Man-
agement Plan. A summary EP is 
available on the Nexus website at 
www.nexusenergy.com.au. 

Nexus is committed to ensuring 
that the relevant users of the area 
are informed about Nexus’ activi-
ties and has consulted with the 
community through information 
flyers and direct meetings with 
industry bodies such as LEFCOL 
and SIV. A copy of this flyer and 
other community information is 
also available on the Nexus web-
site. 

500 metre diameter Safety zones 
have been gazetted around the 
two Nexus wellheads and co-
ordinates of these are provided 
below and in figure 1.  Safety 
Zones also exist at the Santos 
Patricia-2 and Baleen-4 wells.

Entry to these Safety zones is pro-
hibited to all vessels under the 
Offshore Petroleum and Green-
house Gas Storage Act 2006 
(Cmth) with significant penalties 
for offenders.  These Safety Zones 
have been implemented to pro-
tect the wellheads from uninten-
tional impact and also to protect 
third parties from interaction 
with the wellheads which could 
result in snagged/stuck fishing 
gear. These Safety zones and the 
location of the pipeline have been 
provided to the Government Hy-
drographics office and they have 
been added to the relevant navi-
gation charts of the area and no-
tice to mariners issued (refer to 
Notice 1436). 

The pipeline route itself is not 

subject to any restrictions and 
fishers can continue to fish over 
and around the pipeline. The 
pipeline is stabilized by a rough 
concrete coating and a typical 
picture of the as laid pipeline is 
provided in Figure 2. A further 
picture of what it will look like as 
it continues to become buried is 
provided in Figure 3. 

Fishers are required to take rea-

sonable efforts to avoid damaging 

their gear. An independent re-

view, via an agreed process being 

set up between Nexus and SIV, 

will be available for claims of fish-

ing equipment damage outside of 

the safety zones. The agreement 

is similar to the existing arrange-

ment for the Patricia Baleen pipe-

line.

Marinade 

¶ 1/2 cup Kikkoman Teriyaki 
Marinade 

¶ 1 tbs vegetable oil 

¶ 1/2 tbs mustard (not hot) 

¶  1/2 tbs lemon juice 

¶ 1 clove garlic, crushed 

¶ 1 tbs sweet chilli sauce 

The Australian Salmon is of the 
family Arripidae, and is not re-
lated to the true salmon of the 
family Salmonidae.  The western 
species (Arripis truttacea) of the 
Australian salmon occurs in West-
ern Australia, South Australia, 
Victoria and Tasmania. It differs 
from the eastern species (Arripis 
trutta ) found in New South 
Wales, Victoria and Tasmania in 
that it has a lesser number of gill 
rakers. 

Australian salmon are olive green 
to steel blue with small dark spots 
on the back and upper sides, and 
pale yellow-green to silvery white 
below. The pectoral fins are 
bright yellow. Juveniles (often 
called ‘salmon trout’) are silvery 
white with several rows of large 
golden or brown spots on the 
back and sides. Juvenile Austra-
lian salmon are found over soft 
substrates in shallow and shel-

tered coastal waters. They are 
often found over seagrass beds 
and in mangrove lined creeks. 
They can tolerate temperature 
and salinity extremes, such as 
those found in the gulfs and the 
Coorong. Larger fish that move 
into exposed coastal waters, such 
as around rocky headlands, near 
reefs and in the surf zone. 

 

Australian salmon landed supplies 
a small fresh fish market, the rock 
lobster industry (as bait) and in-
terstate canneries or pet food 
manufacturers, depending on 
demand. In Victoria, the fish are 
caught in the surf zone using 
purse seine nets, assisted by a 
spotter aircraft. Haul nets can be 
used to capture small fish in-
shore.  

Small fish are better to eat than 
the adults, which tend to be 
dryer.

A Warrnambool based commer-
cial rock lobster fisherman is ex-
pected to be charged on sum-
mons after allegedly setting pots 
in the 12 Apostles Marine Na-
tional Park near Port Campbell. 
Fisheries officers were alerted by 
a phone call to the 24-hour re-
porting line, 13 FISH (13 3474) 
and intercepted a fishing vessel as 
it was heading back to port.
